Not all key considerations are of equal importance, nor is every key consideration applicable to all teachers in all settings. Evaluators should establish the appropriate content/context-specific performance expectations and clearly convey this information to the teacher prior to the initiation of the evaluation.

· provides appropriate and sufficient formative and summative feedback to the students

· provides a thorough and logical analysis of the lesson in terms of its impact on student learning, and
· uses the results of the lesson analysis to more effectively plan subsequent instruction in this content area.
